The Sunshine Coast Tourism Partnership (SCTP) continues the pro-
cess of promoting the Sunshine Coast as a visitor destination with
the second edition of the recreation map & activities guide.

The map serves as a promotional tool to encourage visitors
who have arrived on the coast to stay another day. It provides an
overview of the tourism products and services available on the
lower coast for use by both visitors and local residents. Presented
in an easy to use pullout format the 24" x 36" map folds down to
4" x 9" for easy racking. A minimum of 20,000 maps will be re-
printed subject to sales.

The regional map shows year-round recreation areas, points
of interest, cultural and natural attractions, retail areas, major

road and marine ways, regional orientation with town site insets
of Gibsons, Roberts Creek, Davis Bay, Sechelt, Egmont and Pender
Harbour. Icons used throughout the map show select types of
information. Topographically accurate, the map lists the 400+
tourism businesses from the SCTP inventory by geographic area,
sector classification with a map locator.

Revenue to produce the map is generated by limited advertising
with 12 premium display ad spots (*corporate logos appear on
the inset maps) and prepaid wholesale map sales to the tourism
industry, retailers and local Visitor Info Centres for $1.25 each.
